5. The Royal Master, First Section (Council) 
6. The Select Master (Council) 
7. The Master Mason (Lodge) 
8. The Royal Master, second section (Council) 
9. Past Master (Chapter) 
10. The Most Excellent Master (Chapter) 
11. The Super-Excellent Master (Council) 
12. The Concluding section of the Royal Arch (Chapter) 
13. The Red Cross (Commandery) 
14. The Order of Malta (Commandery) 
15. The Order of  the Temple (Commandery)
